MINUTES OF A COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 2 MAY 2003 AT CENTRAL STATION

Present: Shane, Duncan, Richard B, Lawrence, Hywel.

1. Apologies for Absence: Apologies were received from Pat, Paul A, Nadeem and Simon B.

2. Minutes of 11 April Meeting and Action Points: The lottery bid, which Lawrence had prepared, has been stolen. Lawrence will get hold of another application pack. ACTION – LAWRENCE. 

3. Secretary’s Report: The trip to Club Kali is now being arranged by Duncan and will take place on 2 May.  An application to join the Middlesex Sports Federation has been submitted. Barnet Council have written to say that they cannot roll the pitches at present due to the dry weather.

4.  Treasurer’s Report: We now have 32 paid-up members. This should rise to around 40. All 19 people have now paid for the tour to Brighton and a cheque has been sent to Shire Sports. Barnet Council have been paid for the pitches and Hendon Edgware have been sent a cheque for use of the clubhouse and ground equipment. Lawrence is waiting for an invoice for the publicity material. We are also about to pay our Club Cricket Conference fees. The balance of our account is currently £1,049, but this will go down to £389, which is not a healthy position. We also made a net £200 loss on nets and might have to consider increasing the fee for those attending nets next year. 

5. Social Secretary’s Report: Simon B was not present. Shane has contacted Russell Grant to see whether he can attend a social event on either Friday 11 or Saturday 12 July and/or attend our match on 13 July. There has been no reply as yet. ACTION – SHANE.

6. Tour(s): Both matches for the Brighton tour have now been confirmed. Brunswick Village have organised a BBQ to follow Sunday’s game. Duncan has arranged for local media to meet at the New Europe Hotel at 19:00 on the Saturday. Those not involved in Saturday’s game can meet at that time, followed later on by the team. Hotel rooms have been allocated. At least four cars will be available for transport to and from games. Otherwise, people will be expected to make their own arrangements for getting to and from Brighton.  Richard will contact Nick to ask him to take forward arrangements for the tour to Spain in May 2004. ACTION – RICHARD.

7. Website: Lawrence will arrange for more photos to be posted on the website. He is also trying to get the best deal possible for expansion of the site. A report on the number of hits on the website is outstanding. ACTION – LAWRENCE.

8. Newsletter: Lawrence is now receiving contributions to the newsletter. Each issue is costing the club around £60 for production and distribution costs. We will need to factor this into our budget in the future. The Committee congratulated Lawrence for his excellent work on the newsletter.

9. Recruitment and Publicity: An article will appear shortly in 360 magazine. Press releases have been sent to Gay times, Pink Paper and Boyz. Gay UK have expressed an interest in an article. Articles will, if possible, coincide with the appearance of our publicity material in venues. Lawrence will draw up a list of local venues and allocate them to club members to deliver publicity material. A bar blitz on 15 May will take care of the central venues. Richard will organise this. ACTION – DUNCAN, LAWRENCE, RICHARD.

10. Sponsorship: Duncan has written to Castlemaine XXXX, spoken to Interbrew and asked them for £2,000 towards clothing and equipment. Lawrence has a list of 115 companies who sponsor both gay and cricket events. The sponsorship sub-committee will take these matters forward after the forthcoming publicity splashes. Shane will write to Johnny at the King’s Arms to see whether he would be willing to sponsor the club. ACTION – DUNCAN, LAWRENCE, SHANE. 

11. Any Other Business: There was no other business. The date for the next meeting has already been arranged for Friday 6 June at 19:30. Hywel said he would be unable to attend.
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
