GRACE’S CC

MINUTES OF A COMMITTEE MEETING HELD ON 22 AUGUST 2003 AT CENTRAL STATION

Present: Shane, Duncan, Richard B, Lawrence, Hywel, Pat, Nadeem.

1. Apologies for Absence: Apologies were received from Wayne and Fred.

2. Minutes of 18 July Meeting and Action Points: Grace’s CC had a stall at Pride in the Park. A large amount of publicity material had been given out. The stall had cost £50, but this had been recovered from the sale of raffle tickets and the sale at full price to Grace’s members of the discounted tickets received from the event’s organisers. Other outstanding action points from the 18 July meeting were dealt with under their respective agenda items. 

3. Secretary’s Report: Richard circulated the latest Middlesex Cricket Board newsletter. A letter has been received from Barnet Borough Council saying that a leisure management consultancy, Knight, Kavanagh and Page, have been contracted to conduct an assessment of the Borough’s outdoor sports provision. Grace’s will be contacted by the consultancy in due course for our views. Finally, Richard confirmed that, as he had forewarned at an earlier committee meeting, he would have to step down as Secretary and Vice Captain for at least one year as he will be starting work in Paris from September 2003. 

4. Treasurer’s Report: Lawrence is expecting revenue of £400 from the sale of raffle tickets. This will off-set the £350 which we need to pay for this year’s publicity material. Nothing has been heard regarding our bid for lottery funding. The club has a running balance of £950.

5. Social Secretary’s Report: The Social Secretary was not present. However, Shane said he would speak to Nick with a view to arranging a social event at the King’s Arms. ACTION – SHANE.

6. Tours: Lea House is now full for the Saturday night of the tour to Winsley. Lawrence will get a team together for the tour. A presentation on the Spanish tour will take place at the AGM. ACTION – LAWRENCE, HYWEL, SIMON KERT.

7. Website: A deadline of end-September was agreed for making progress on the website. ACTION – LAWRENCE.

8. Motivation and Incentives: Wayne was unable to be at the meeting, so the presentation of his motivation strategy will be carried over to the first meeting of the new committee. ACTION – WAYNE. 

9. Newsletter: The next newsletter will be out shortly. Lawrence will ask Simon Kert to do an article on Pride in the Park and on Duncan’s barbecue for a future edition. ACTION – LAWRENCE.

10. Recruitment and Publicity: Pat will be sent 30 welcome packs including hard copies of Shane’s introductory letter. Pat will then fill in the recipient’s name in manuscript as and when the packs are despatched. It was confirmed that Pat would remain as Membership Secretary and thus the main contact point for prospective new members. ACTION – SHANE, SIMON KERT, PAT.

11. Report of Sponsorship Sub-Committee: Lawrence reported that there had been no response from the 117 companies he had written to. We had also had no response from the landlord of the King’s Arms. A letter has gone to Prowler asking for sponsorship of shirts and caps. Duncan will facilitate an approach by Nadeem to Camden and Islington Borough Council to enquire about sponsorship. ACTION – LAWRENCE, DUNCAN, NADEEM, SPONSORSHIP SUB-COMMITTEE.

12. Raffle Tickets: Pat reported that we had made £396 on the raffle. There are certain restrictions on how the proceeds can be spent. Pat said we had applied later than we should have done this year as we had not been affiliated to the Middlesex Cricket Board. We should apply for tickets earlier next year. The committee thanked Pat for his hard work organising the raffle and Nadeem for selling 20 books of tickets.

13. Any Other Business: (i) Nadeem has sent updated details of Grace’s CC to www.whydontyou.com. (ii) Pat suggested we have a BYO picnic at the inter-club match on 8 September and that we invite donations for a draw. ACTION – PAT (iii) There are plans afoot for a North London Pride at Highbury Fields in June 2004, which would be a community event (i.e. free entry) and might also involve the resurrection of the Gay and Lesbian Sports Association. Grace’s might consider taking part. (iv) The agenda for the AGM needs to be sent out next week. ACTION – RICHARD.
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
