1. Apologies for absence

2. Items 2 to 9 on the agenda agreed as read and all matters arising noted below under A.O.B

10, Social Secretary’s report.

Khin said the social being planned for the fixture on the 5th of May is now being changed since the pub we were hoping to go to has now closed down.  Khin to organise a social for the 8th of May and will forward details.  

11. Tour Secretary’s Report.

Shane confirmed that Wayne has resigned from this position.  Duncan proposed Dominic and Jonathan supported this and Dominic was elected to this role.  Dominic said that to date 14 people have confirmed for the Holland tour which includes only 8 playing members.  Dominic to e-mail to get further members.  The cost of this trip will be £280 per person and this includes travel and accommodation.
